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Rev. Joshua Hall (ca.1765-1852) was an
ordained Baptist Minister at a young age. He
pastured churches in Burke and Rutherford
counties before coming to Macon County.
Joshua Hall married Sarah Sellers
(ca.1769-1864) daughter of Jesse Sellers.

Joshua and Sarah had a large family, all
of the children were born in Burke Co. Their
children were: Joshua Jr. (1790), John,
Micajah (1799), Efjah Merryman, Moses
Wilkerson, Robert, Alfred, Rebekah,
Elizabeth, Sarah and Mary.

Joshua Jr. married Virginia Jane Queen,
daughter of William Lewis Queen. Most of
this family settled in Jackson and Swain
Counties.

Moses Wilkerson (12/6/1801-4/14/1890)
married Cynthia Armantha  Patton
{5/12/1802-7/28/1876). She was the daugh-
ter of Robert Patfton Jr. (11/10/1748-
3/18/1813) and Elizabeth Dysort (1764-
6/9/1844). They moved to Cherokee Gounty
near Kimsey, NC. Moses and Cynthia’s chil-
dren are Joshua Rufus, Robert Patton,
Moses irvin, WMerriman, John, Burion
Kimsey married Nancy Sutton, James
Brinson, Mary Jane, Cynthia (sis), Emiline,
Arena.

Moses W. Hall served in North Carolina
Militia and rose to the rank of Gaptain. Five
of their sons served in the Civil War and two
of them John A and Merriman were killed in
the war. Moses and Cynthia along with most
of their chiidren are buried in Mi. Liberty
(Rogers Chapel) Cemeiery near Murphy,

NC. Rev. Joshua and Sarah are buried in
Cowee Baptist Church Cemetery, Franklin,
NC.

The Hall ancestors came to the New
England States from England in the late
1600's or early 1700's and settled around
Anne Arundell County, MD. John Hall one of
Joshua's ancestor’s along with another
large family came to Burke County North
Carolina settling in the Brendletown section
before coming to Macon County.
